4.1. Screw the four foot pads into the legs as fig.1.

4.2. Bolt pole support to legs fig.2. using the four bolts washers and nuts supplied.
4.3. Screw the three upright sections together.

4.4. Using remaining bolt and washer fix the pole to the pole support fig.3.

4.5. Push in all tube end caps

4.6. Slide heater bracket on to pole and lock in place fig.4.

4.7. Stand complete fig.5.
