2, INTRODUCTION & APPLICATIONS

Remove/install rear sub-frame bushes on Ford Focus.
Can be used in situ - no need to remove sub-frame from vehicle.
Ford Focus MK1 1998 — 2004.

IMPORTANT: This tool is designed to aid removal of the suspension bush.

. Adequate consideration should be made to lubricate or otherwise
ease the fit of the bush prior to use of this tool.

. We suggest that the bush is thoroughly lubricated and the area
around the bush cleaned.

. The threads of the tool should also be thoroughly lubricated in
use.

. An Impact Socket must NOT be used with this tool.

. Stripped threads and bent thrust cups are not accepted

warranty claims on this tool.
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3. OPERATION

NOTE! Pictures taken with the trailing arm removed from vehicle
for clarity.

NOTE! The tool will insert the bush to the correct depth, but
before installing the new bush, refer to the vehicle
manufacturer’s service instructions, or a proprietary manual, to
establish the correct horizontal alignment/positioning of the bush
in the trailing arm.

Bush before removal from trailing arm.
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3.1. Attach the silver removal press as in Fig.1. Note the inner
shoulder of the press fits inside the outer body of the bush.

3.2. Assemble as in Fig.2.

a)  Wind the force screw clockwise. The press will start to push the
bush through the trailing arm.

b)  Keep winding until the bush has been pushed all the way out of
the trailing arm.

NOTE! If any undue resistance is felt, remove the press and check

everything is correctly aligned. The bush will only push out in one

direction (Fig.2).

3.3. Fitting new bush.

a) Before fitting the new bush, thoroughly clean and lubricate the
trailing arm.

b)  Thoroughly lubricate the bush sleeving to help ease refitting.

NOTE! The bush must be pressed through from the domed (inside)
edge of the trailing arm (Fig.3).

3.4. Assemble the press on the trailing arm as below (Fig.4).

a) The bush should fit into the recess on the black replacement
press (Fig.3).

b)  To facilitate correct positioning of the bush, the replacement press
has a raised shoulder on the opposite edge to the cutaway.
Align the replacement press so the cut-away faces towards
the rear of the trailing arm (cut-away facing the rear of the car)
(Fig.5).

3.5. Wind the force screw clockwise.

NOTE! If any undue resistance is felt, remove the press and check

everything is correctly aligned.

a)  When the press makes contact with the trailing arm, the bush is
fully installed.

3.6. Remove the tool, clean and lubricate before returning to storage
case.
